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Shooting Star Ranch Geldings

We love geldings!  They’re so much fun to be around and do things with!  Unless we think a colt has the potential to win a National Championship, we geld him young so he retains a sweet personality.

Our geldings have the same quality and pedigrees and receive the same care, love, handling, and basic training as our fillies.  Over the history of our farm, our fillies and mares have sold at values ranging from $10,000 to $35,000.  So why do we price our geldings so affordably?

Foremost is economics.  Our resources only allow for showing one horse at a time.  So, only our best fillies are placed in show training because those are the ones offer the greatest chance for us to recover our investment.  

Second are space and time. Our farm is small with modest facilities designed to keep the broodmares content. Fillies will sell as breeding and show prospects fairly young, but geldings reach their greatest potential after a good amount of time under saddle.  We simply do not have the space to keep all our geldings until that age.  With just the two of us to run the farm, a long commute, and demanding “first jobs”, we focus on getting mares taken care of and youngsters handled frequently.  There’s not a lot of time left over for saddle training and riding the older horses, even though our horses are good “using horses”.  They are happiest when put to work and kept busy. Our wish is to get them into good homes that will benefit from their active minds and willingness to learn.

Third is promotion.  The best thing for us regarding the geldings is for them to be out and about, used, and seen.  We love to hear about their adventures with their new families.  Some are participating in local 4-H club shows, some are winning at prestigious halter competitions, some become lesson horses, some are competing against other breeds at fairly high levels, some are trail horses and pets.  No matter what the activity, a good horse seen out in the community brings neat people to us.

Also, there is the desire to “pay it forward”.  We got started in Arabians with the generous gift of a gorgeous gelding, and we enjoy passing on the favor by making our geldings easily available.  There’s nothing more rewarding than bringing new people to horses and especially to the Arabian breed.  A newcomer’s joy and enthusiasm are contagious and rejuvenating.  We target the entry level market for our geldings because their wonderful personalities and versatile capabilities are perfect for bonding with families new to the world of Arabian horses.
